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Blues, greens and cool grays create the peaceful look of
calm water under a clear sky. They work especially well in
northern and coastal areas where natural light changes more
dramatically with the seasons. Trim in a cool neutral tone

(for example, charcoal gray or sterling gray) provides an
attractive counterpoint to more colorful siding — think pacific
blue, forest or spruce.
